In the Open Room, Milner did not have a 2-suited bid available over the strong club to show a major/minor hand. He
overcalled 2C on his six-bagger and when Lall raised to four clubs, he hoped it was purely preemptive. He passed and
played it there making five.

In the Closed Room, Zia opened 1NT. Levin bid 2NT showing a big 2-suiter. Weinstein bid his better minor over this and
Zia doubled with his great diamonds. Zia’s double made Levin’s all black suited hand look even better. What Zia held in
diamonds, Weinstein didn’t and that was fine with Bobby. When Weinstein bid 4C over 3S, Levin raised to 5C. Zia led
the C2. In order to maximize the crossruff possibilities, Weinstein rose with dummy’s ace felling North’s singleton king.

Weinstein played the SA and ruffed a spade, cashed the HA and ruffed a heart, ruffed a spade, and when the high
honor fell, claimed 12 tricks.

Katz and Nickell play Smith Echo. Ralph trusted Nickell to have signaled correctly on the heart.

At this point, Katz made clear why he is being inducted into the Hall of Fame in July. He reasoned that in order for a
club return to be successful, his partner would need to hold the club ace/queen fifth or the club AQ9x and a side trick.
If Nickell held HT2 and CAQxxx, he would have played the HT to show his club strength.

Katz was pretty sure that Nickell held the HT because with HTx, Lall would likely have bid 4H rather than 3NT. In addi-
tion, Lall would have led the HT instead of the H5 at trick two to keep the lead in his hand.

With the singleton spade in dummy, Katz worked out that his best play for five tricks would be to attack spades and
hope to find four more tricks in their combined black suit holdings. Accordingly, Ralph switched to the SJ which held.
He played a second spade to Nickell’s ten. Nickell cashed his remaining winners to defeat 3NT two tricks.

In the Open Room, Milner led the C3 to the seven, jack, and king. Weinstein won and played the H5 to the TEN!, jack
and queen. H Lall continued clubs and the hand could no longer be defeated. Declarer had two clubs tricks to go with
his two diamonds and five hearts.

H Lall and Milner also play Smith Echo. Milner’s HT showed good clubs. Relying on his partner’s signal, Hemant won the
heart, and continued clubs.

Lall and Bathurst had an excellent auction to arrive in 5D following Lall’s 2NT opener. Bathurst, with four hearts and six
diamonds, bid Stayman to see if he could find a 4-4 major suit fit. Lall showed his four spades, denying four hearts, so
Bathurst tried his other suit. He bid 4D. With four diamonds to the KQT, Lall had no problem raising to the minor suit
game.

There were two losers: one diamond and one spade.

At the other table, there was more action. Meckstroth opened 2NT and Rodwell bid puppet Stayman. Meckstroth
showed one or more four card majors. Rodwell by 3S showing four hearts and denying four spades.

This bid gave Zia an opportunity to double for a spade lead!! Meckstroth wasn’t afraid of that with four spades to the
QJ... but he should have been.

The defense was easy. Pepsi led a small spade to Zia’s ace. Zia returned the S6, Meckstroth played the queen and Pepsi
won his king. He continued with the nine. Meckstroth won his jack... but when knocked out the DA, Zia cashed out for
down one.

Note that without the lead of a spade, there are an easy eleven tricks. Sometimes artificial bids backfire by giving the
opponents an opportunity to show the suit...

Zia Mahmood 5"

Biography

Zia was born in Karachi, British India, now Pakistan. Zia was educated in England from the age of six to
twenty-one. He qualified as a Chartered Accountant of the Institute of England and Wales and spent
three years running a family business in Pakistan. He also spent eighteen months in Abu

Dhabi developing business interests.

Mahmood is married to Lady Emma, his wife since February 2001. She is the daughter of Neil Primrose,
7th Earl of Rosebery. They have two sons: Zain and Rafi.

Bridge

Mahmood achieved international bridge fame, almost overnight, during one fortnight in 1981 when he
led Pakistan to a second-place finish in the Bermuda Bowl tournament. The Bermuda Bowl is the most
important open world championship, and that was the first participation by anyone from the World
Bridge Federation geographic zone "Asia and the Middle East". It also tied Taiwan for the best finish by
anyone from outside Europe and the United States. It is now the second best finish from outside Europe
and the United States, after Brazil won the tournament in 1989.

Five years later, Zia led a short-handed team from Pakistan to second place in the 1986 Rosenblum
Cup tournament, which is the open world championship in even-number non-Olympic years. That
remains tied for best finish by anyone from outside Europe and the United States. The event

is transnational, but none of the nine winning teams has included a single player from outside Europe
and the United States.

Zia Mahmood is the author of Bridge My Way, an autobiography, and has hosted many TV shows. For
many years his regular partner was Masood Salim (deceased), followed by Michael Rosenberg, and
now Bob Hamman—as members of Nick Nickell's professional team through spring 2012.

Beginning 2012/2013, Nickell has replaced Hamman and Zia with Bobby Levin—Steve Weinstein

Zia has represented the United States in world competition, and thus he won his first major world
championship, the 2009 Bermuda Bowl. Although he won the quadrennial Mixed Teams in 2004
with Sabine Auken and a French pair. He still considers himself Pakistani, however: "l am proud and
happy to be representing America, but my Pakistani identity is in no way submerged. | feel like a
Pakistani who is living in America and playing for America." To prove his point, Zia and his American
teammates once played their opening match in Pakistani dress.

Mahmood spends much of his time in Great Britain and the United States and is very much part of the
London bridge scene. He wrote a weekly column for The Guardian newspaper until January 2012, when
the paper stopped covering bridge.

The ACBL Hall of Fame inducted Zia in 2007. According to the citation sometime that year, he was a
London resident.

Zia won the ACBL's 3-day Life Master Pairs championship in 2000, 2004, and 2007 with three different
partners. After placing second in the 85th rendition, July 2014, he is a 3-time winner and 5-time runner-
up with seven different partners.

Board 10 was only a 5 IMP swing, but it illustrates the judgmental difference of two great players.

When Justin Lall bid 3NT in response to his partner’s double of 3S, he took the chance that his side would have nine
quick tricks. He knows his partner has no more than one spade so he has to have nine off the top... a reasonable gam-
ble that resulted in playing a 50% contract.

Either the king of clubs was onside, or 3NT would probably be defeated three tricks.

As it was, the CK was offside and the contract failed three tricks.

50% of the time he was going to get 600... and 50% of the time he was going to give 300 for an average score of +150.

In the other room, the Meckwell auction started the same way.

When Zia bid 4S, 3NT was out of the question. With a 6 card diamond suit, Meckstroth took an educated shot at 5D.
The diamond game will make when the CK is onsides and there are no more than 2 diamond losers.

It will also make when the CK is offsides if there is only one diamond loser.

This combined probability is very close or slightly better than the same 50%... The difference occurs when things fail.
The expected score in 5D is +350, a 5 IMP difference from the expected in 3NT.

Indeed, in this case, that was exactly the result.
