Why the VP scores in some matches do not add up to 20:
When a team is penalized for something, their VP score is adjusted but their opponent’s is not. That happened

in rounds 5 & 6 on Friday, 9/17:

In round 5, a player on the Lebowitz table arrived between 1 and 5 minutes late, so the team was penalized 1
VP in accordance with the General Conditions of Contest.
In round 6, the Gu vs Levine match finished very late. The Gu pair had taken 1958 seconds for the segment,

the Levine pair had taken 1011 seconds. The Gu team was penalized 1.5 VPs for slow play.
